DECLARATION OF EDMUND J. WOOD 
IN SUPPORT OF MOTION TO 
SUBSTANTIVELY CONSOLIDATE 
CASES 

 
 
 

 Edmund J. Wood, the Chapter 7 trustee in the Alen Janisch case (no. 07-15620), hereby joins in 

the motion made by Michael B. McCarty, the trustee in the Court Reporting Institute case (no. 06-14202) 

for substantive consolidation of the two cases, and in support, states as follows: 

 1. The individual chapter 7 case of Alen Janisch was filed on November 23, 2007 by the 

debtor as a short form filing, consisting solely of the petition and a large list of creditors.  Although I have 

not compared every name, it appears that the list of Mr. Janisch’s personal creditors is close to, if not 

completely identical to, the list of creditors in the Court Reporting Institute case.   
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 2. Subsequent to the filing of the petition and list of creditors, the debtor has done nothing 

more in his personal case to advance it toward even the 341 hearing.  No additional schedules have been 

filed.  Our office sent Lawrence Blue, Mr. Janisch’s attorney an email to remind him that neither the 

schedules nor the documents required to be sent to the trustee by seven days before the hearing had been 

produced.    In response, his attorney indicated that he had “lost contact” with the debtor; that he had tried 

several times to communicate with him, even going to the debtor’s house and leaving a note to call, but 

the debtor has not responded.  He also indicated that he would not be coming to the 341 hearing 

scheduled for December 27, 2007 since he was sure his client would not show up.  A copy of this email is 

attached hereto. 

 3.  Mr. Blue’s prediction was correct.  At the 341 hearing noted for December 27, 2007, 

neither Mr. Janisch nor his attorney was present.  There were, however, three creditors of the Court 

Reporting Institute who did appear to question Mr. Janisch.   I continued the hearing until my next 341 

calendar, which is set for February 14, 2008. 

 4. It is clear to me that Mr. Janisch filed this petition for the sole purpose of delaying the 

trustee of the Court Reporting Institute Case in his attempt to proceed against Mr. Janisch.  I believe that 

this case should not be dismissed because it was filed in bad faith and was  simply a device to hinder, 

delay and defraud his creditors.  Rather than allow the provisions of 11 U. S. C. §521(i) to operate to 

dismiss the case “automatically”, I join in the motion of the estate of Court Reporting Institute to 

consolidate the two cases substantively. 

 5. If the Court consolidates the cases substantively, I will resign as the trustee of the 

individual case.
